2011 UK Modifieds Rules of Racing and general notes, to be circulated to meeting Promoters, Stewards and Track Staff and all competing drivers

UK Modifieds race anti clockwise at all tracks
HEAT RACES

Drivers will line themselves up on track. Slow rolling starts, inside pole controls rolling lap speed. No acceleration until green flag is dropped. In the event of a false start the offender will restart at the back of the grid.

FINALS 

Drivers will line themselves up on track. Clutch start, with a larger gap than the heats to the car in front. The inside row must be positioned no more than 1 metre from the infield kerb. The outside row must be positioned no more than 1 metre away from the fence, regardless of track conditions, what you lose one week you may gain the next week. This is in place for your safety to give yourself and others room in the event of a car failing to leave the grid. In the event of a non starter Mr Starter will wave the red flags before the cars come around to complete there first lap. Any driver with a problem on the grid must raise there arm to a marshal or the Starter to gain there attention.

UK Modifieds race NON CONTACT

A small amount of rubbing will be tolerated at the discretion of the steward given the closeness of racing and track conditions, spinning of, or deliberate contact of another car will result in an instant black flag, no warnings will be given.

RESTARTS

Will be single file with no gaps, rolling lap speed, no acceleration until green flag is waved, offenders will be sent to the rear of the grid. Any car involved in a waved yellow stoppage may restart at the rear of the grid, although the maximum outside assistance allowed is being pushed backwards by a marshall due to most cars not having a reverse gear. This can only happen to a car once per race, a second incident will result in the car being excluded from the rest of the race

CONDUCT AND SAFETY - as per 2010 ORCi rules.

SCRUTINEERING

cars will be scrutineered by ourselves [Named Scrutineers for 2010 are Mickey Preston and Jamie Devonport] apart from those tracks where the promotion wishes to carry out the duty, it is up to the individual driver to get his personal safety gear checked by the track scrutineer.

ROLLOVERS

This is an important piece of information and should be relayed to meeting Steward and all track staff.

Driver entry and exit of a UK Modified is through a hatch in the roof, please make track staff aware of this, as the car may need to be uprighted quickly with the driver still in it.

NO REVERSE GEAR 

UK Modifieds utilise motorcycle engine/transmission, this means that they do not have a reverse gear Please inform track staff of this.

ELECTRICAL CUT OFF

Battery cut off switch on rear bar behind driver or on rear deck lid.
